It was brought to the attention of the Club that the Referee Coordinator position is in fact a Board Member position – Fred Lofrano was accepted onto the 49er United Soccer Club Board as a Member At-Large.
10. The Board has been meeting to develop a budget.  We need to have a financial statement for each monthly Club meeting.
